
Minutes of Hellifield Parish Council Meeting
held on Wednesday 9th November 2022

Hellifield Village Institute – Yorke Room

1. Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Wednesday 7th Sept 2022 were approved and signed.

2. Apologies received from PCSO Jayne Grace 
3. To record members’ interests: none.
4. Public Participation: No attendees from the public.
5. Village Matters

5.1 Antisocial behavior – reports of graffiti in the underpass, possibly due to the lights still being out. Reported to NYCC 4 months ago. Cllr Myers will pick up in his meeting with NYCC
5.2 The NYCC Police report from PC Jayne Grace was shared with meeting covering 06/09 to 06/11/2022. There were 42 incidents in Hellifield including: 1 abandoned car (dealt with obo Hellifield Parish Council-HPC - by CDC); 3 x Highway disruption due to fallen trees; 4 RTCs incl digger into railway wall; 3 road related offences incl manner of driving; 1 x Youths suspected of intent as armed with screwdrivers; 1 x suspect parked outside doctors (no issue identified); 2 x criminal damage to vehicles on Hammerton Drive and East View; 2 x stolen vehicles/tools (all recovered); 1 personal ASB event and 1 safeguarding incident; Lancashire police have planned cross border patrols.
5.3 List of actions from last meeting supplied. Follow up required: supply details of NYCC issues to Cllr Myers (underpass lights/Back Lane tarmac issues/pavement at Aherne’s concerns)
5.4  The Chairman reported that he had again discussed Christmas Lights with the former Chair and electrician Brian Hugill (BH) prior to meeting. Key for store room required for access (supplied). On 18/19 Nov BH will inspect and check the lights/spares etc. On 21 or 23 Nov BH plans to put up the lights. Assistance needed from the Councillors and volunteers. BH workshop entrance to be utilised, sound & microphone will be provided.  On the night, 2 people needed to assist with switch on, and the WI will need to switch on at the Institute. The WI have agreed to provide refreshments (funded by HPC) and HPC will provide sweet tubs for distribution by Santa Claus. This is a huge event in the Village and very well supported.
6.   Reports from District and County Councillors both in attendance. 
6.1 District Councillor Chris Moorby reported as follows:

· 6 months until the new unitary council North Yorkshire Council (NYC) takes over running of the district and all of CDC are working hard in preparation

· With the worrying economic climate various organisations have shown interest in CDC grants available to provide warm spaces in the community

· Ongoing consultation re CCTV in taxis/private hire vehicles. CDC has a robust policy in place with mandatory CCTV. Cllr Moorby is pressing for NYC to follow suit given the huge safety benefits.
· Skipton Town Hall and Museum were 3rd place on the Heritage Access Benchmark in the UK
· Voices of Craven to perform at Victoria Hall in Settle on 14 December
6.2 County Councillor Simon Myers reported as follows:

· Settle Pool has recently reopened. An excellent facility (supported by HPC). Cllr Myers is on the Council for Sport and Leisure who are seeking ways to offer relief to pools during the energy crisis
· From  the Executive Committee Cllr Myers reported that harmonisation of Council Taxes will happen in Year 1 of the NYC to level costs across the region. The discount scheme set up for those in need is increasing from 60% to 100%. A surcharge of 100% will be applied to second homes (should be good for affordable housing and improve housing for local people). A lot of effort is being put in to getting the new NYC up and running.
· VAS funding may be made available through a locality grant together with funds raised by the Community Speed Watch Group, however ownership needs to be taken by an appropriate entity to manage and maintain this so that purchase and installation of a unit can be progressed.  
· NYCC highways do not take responsibility for VAS provision, CDC do not have responsibility for highways and Hellifield Parish Council manpower is too limited to manage this. A formal community group could be set up to manage this as they have done in Gargrave and Long Preston. Public Liability insurance would be a requirement.   

7. Correspondence: 
7.1 The Legacy Sub-Committee has been established for CDCs final year to formally recognise exemplary service from organisations/volunteer groups/individuals who have made a difference in our community. Hellifield Beer Festival Committee was nominated by way of a proposal from Cllr Sleath as they make a huge financial contribution to various community groups/assets through their efforts. This was seconded by Cllr Hills and all voted in favour. Forms to be completed and returned. 
7.2 NY Gov Flood resilience team have set up a program of seminars aimed at Emergency Response Teams. HPC current emergency team requires discussion. Given current lack of manpower on HPC, this has been deferred to 2023.
7.3 Cllr Moorby re increase in Community Grant fund to £30k to keep people warm this winter (see 6.1 above and 7.5 below)
7.4 Ken Leak confirmed Institute booking fees for 2023. Invoice for 2022 awaited
7.5 Pauline Wright confirmed: Warm and Welcome Places from December – March have been made available in the Institute, the Wesley Centre and in the Black Horse. Full details can be provided
8. Street Lighting: Issues with the underpass continue, this and the items below to be reported to Councillor Simon Myers for reporting to NYCC at one of his weekly meetings. The 3 year LED light project for replacing lights has been completed and several outstanding items have been identified: 
· Remove pole and light by East View (light already disconnected)
· Remove light (but NOT pole) by the substation at the corner of the A65 and Park Avenue
· Light not working on the junction of the A65 at the end of Gisburn Road. This is a double light on the pedestrian island with bollard. According to NYCC reporting map this is not one of their lights. This is incorrect, this light belongs to NYCC and not HPC. It is still the NYCC non LED light rather than the new LED lights installed by HPC. 
9. Highways: To receive reports of any highways issues or road repairs required. As sent to Cllr Myers

10.3 Application No: 2022/24303/FUL has been approved. Received: 09/08/22, proposed open porches to front and rear entrances at 10 Gallaber Farm, Kendal Road, Hellifield, BD23 4HS 
10.4 Application No: 2022/24318/FUL has been approved. Received 16 Aug 2022, equestrian menage for private use. Location: Water View House, Waterside Lane, Long Preston, Skipton, BD23 4NQ
10.5 Query from resident re Planning Application 2019/20933/FUL - Beck House development – re new electricity pylon – referred to CDC Planning on 1st Nov who confirmed Electricity Act exemption as replacing overhead wires with underground lines.
11. Finance -To discuss and approve financial matters 

11.1 Payments and receipts for Sept and Oct 2022 approved and signed.

11.2 Reviewed Allotment rents for 2023. Cllr Sleath proposed no increase required as incoming rents slightly exceed costs incurred (hedge/tree cutting). Seconded by Cllr Kenning and all voted in favour.
11.3 Reviewed precept for 2023-2024. Figures agreed subject to being sent to HPC Auditor to look over to make sure there are no glaring errors or omissions, then adjustments to be made to final amount before submission to Craven District Council. Some increase in final precept request due to increased costs across the board.
