
Minutes of Hellifield Parish Council Meeting
Held on Thursday 2nd September 2021
Hellifield Village Institute – Main Hall
Present: Councillors B Hugill, D Statt, B Moore, J Thwaite, J Sleath, F Ludlam-Brown, District Councillor Moorby,  M Blackwell (Clerk)
Members of the Public: 0
Councillor Hugill opened the meeting at 7.30pm and welcomed everyone.
1. Minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 1st July 2021 were approved. 
2. Apologies – Received from Cllr Walton and County Cllr Staveley.
3. To record members’ interests: Cllr Moore – Item 11, Cllr Hugill – Item 5.7
4. Public Participation. None. 
5. Village Matters
5.1 To receive updates from NYCC Police on crime and any reports of anti-social behaviour. No reports of anti-social behaviour were made. The Chairman read out the police report sent in by PCSO Jayne Grace that covered the period 29/6/21 to 01/9/21. There were 35 incidents reported including: 3 speeding offences and 3 other road related offences, 2 road traffic collisions, 4 anti-social behaviour incidents, 1 fraud, 4 neighbour disputes.
5.2 To receive an update on the Play Areas. Cllr Moore wished to thank Cllr Thwaite and our handyman James for removing the old cabin slide from Thorndale St playground. Unfortunately, the installation of the new Playdale Be-bop climbing frame has been delayed and will not now be installed until September which is very disappointing. Playground inspections due to be done in September/October. Playground hedges need trimming – the Clerk to instruct Treetops to do them.
5.3 To discuss the repainting of the railway underpass. It was proposed, seconded and agreed by all that 
the painting of the underpass should be done by the handyman using anti-graffiti paint subject to his agreement to undertake the work.

Resolution: Subject to his agreement, the village handyman will be supplied with anti-graffiti paint to paint the underpass. 
5.4 To review and update HPC’s Publication of Information Policy. It was proposed, seconded and agreed
by all that the Clerk will make the updates to the Publication of Information Policy as agreed by the policy sub-group. 
Resolution: The Clerk to update the Publication of Information Policy according to the changes agreed by the Policy Sub-Group

5.5 To agree dates for HPC 2022 meetings. Proposed dates for 2022 are: 6th January, 3rd March,
12th May, 7th July, 1st September, 3rd  November were agreed by all.
Resolution: The Clerk to advise the Institute and publish the agreed meeting dates for 2022.

5.6 To agree transfer of HPC website to new hosting company. It was proposed, seconded and agreed by
all that recommendation of our technical advisor to change to Krystal web hosting be followed. This will increase security for little or no extra cost. 
Resolution: The hosting website to be changed to Krystal as soon as possible. 
5.7 To discuss and agree 2021 Christmas Lights arrangements. The switching-on of the lights will take

place this year on Friday 26th November. The Clerk to confirm that WI will arrange the refreshments and book the Institute main hall for the event. Cllr Statt will ask Santa to attend as usual. Cllr Moore suggested the Clerk liaise with the WI to mitigate any risks associated with Covid at the event and include as an agenda item at November meeting. Last year’s village Christmas tree was felt to be too small so the Clerk will try and source a bigger one for this year.
COUNCILLOR HUGILL LEFT THE MEETING
The quote for hardwiring the Christmas lights was discussed by the remaining 5 councillors. It was proposed, seconded and agreed that it would be sensible for Cllr Hugill to do the work as it would reduce costs going forward. 
Resolution: Hardwiring of the Christmas Lights to be done by Cllr Hugill in readiness for the switching -on of the lights on November 26th 2021.

6. Reports to and from District and County Councillors. County Cllr Staveley did not send in a report.
District Cllr Moorby reported: “nothing further has happened with the Flashes development. He was expecting the planning application to go before the planning committee before now – perhaps the developer is waiting for the new council to come into force in April 2023? The housing development at Station Rd is yet to go before the planning committee – when it does, I will be in attendance and will address the committee. Cllr Moorby reported he had given the Hellifield Herald magazine a grant and he is also expecting a grant application to come in from the football club. He has recently sent in a letter to the Craven Herald regarding the A682 & A64 – bypass for villages”. 
Cllr Moore thanked Cllr Moorby for the grant of £280 for Hellifield magazine.
